SANCTION # 08-RS-29-S
These events are held under the 2008 SCCA General Competition Rules, Fastrack Amendments, Current SARRC Rules

and these Supplementary Regulations.

REGISTRATION
We encourage all entrants to go log on to www.dlbracing.com for on-line registration.  If necessary, entry form must be legibly completed and mailed to Ellen Lee, Chief Registrar, 331 NW 51st Street, Fort Lauderdale, FL 33309.  Make check payable to Florida Region, SCCA.  A $50.00 will be charged for any check returned by the bank.  Future entries will not be accepted until debts are satisfied.  A late entry fee of $100.00 if received after April 4, 2008.  Checks will be destroyed (unless return requested) for No-Shows and entrants who have not run on track.  Each entry receives five (5) passes, including the driver.  All crew MUST be listed on the entry and MUST ARRIVE WHILE REGISTRATION IS OPEN.  Only driver or entrant may list or change crew members.  Memberships are available.

INSURANCE

Will be provided in at least the minimum required by SCCA.

DRIVER ELIGIBILITY
In accordance with the GCR.  It is the responsibilities of Novice permit holders to submit them at Registration and pick them up from the Chief Steward at the completion of the event.  All Drivers under probation must present papers at registration.  All drivers must be SCCA members.

CAR ELIGIBILITY
Competition is open to all cars conforming to the GCR, as amended, the SEDIV 2008 classes, the Florida Region classes, all as listed on the Event Schedule.

SERIES DECALS

Permanent SEDIV numbers will be honored for all entries received at least 10 days prior 



to the event, with the exception of conflicts arising from alterations of the groups. In this 



situation, the earliest entry received will establish priority.  Any car on the track with a 



number not in agreement with the number assigned at registration, and on the tech card, 



will not be allowed to continue until the number on the car agrees with that at registration 



and on the tech card.  Numbers must conform to the GCR specifications and must satisfy 


the Chief of Timing and Scoring.  Three digit numbers will not be accepted for this event. 



SARRC series decals must be displayed on the cars per the series rules. SARRC drivers 



must wear SARRC patches per series rules. 

SARRC RULES

Refer to the SEDIVSCCA website under SARRC @ www.sedivracing.org  SARRC Competitors are responsible for obtaining the SARRC Rules and Regulations.  SARRC decals must be on each side of the vehicle and a SARRC patch must be attached to the driver’s suit.  In the event decals and/or patches are not available at the event, the rule regarding patches and decals is void.  Rules may be posted at Timing and Scoring on the board and may be available at Registration.

MEDICAL FACILITIES:
An ambulance is stationed at the base of the timing tower and will also accommodate 
non-racing medical requirements.

SCALES
Available from 8:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M. but unmanned, except for impound, where it will be manned for impound.

Supplementary Regulations, April 11-12, 2008 SARRC (cont’d)

TRACK
Moroso Motorsports Park is a 2.25 mile road course.  Any driver who puts a wheel off-course before turn one on the first lap to better their position may be subject to a penalty as determined by the Chief Steward.  White flag at all stations will be displayed for the first lap of the first practice and qualifying session for flag station identification.  A yellow light will be displayed at the entrance of Turn 2 on driver’s right in lieu of a yellow flag.  Drivers are to comply with the yellow light as if it were a yellow flag.  Control Line is yellow line in front of Timing and Scoring. (Not white line at Start Finish.)

RADIO CONTROL

Race control uses 464.5250 and 467.1375 MHz. For the safety of competitors and SCCA 


race staff, failure to keep these frequencies clear will result in action under rights 




specified in the GCR.  DO NOT use these frequencies for personal communications.

SOUND CONTROL
Sound Control is located on drivers left between Start/Finish and turn 1. Present limit is 103 db.  Please check your sound reading at base of the timing tower.  A furled black flag with the car number and a sign with the letter “S” may be displayed at Start/Finish for cars exceeding the sound limit.  An attempt will be made to alert the driver accordingly after the first infraction.

IMPOUND
Top 3 finishers in each class of the SARRC Races are to report to impound and will be weighed.  If your finishing position is improved by disqualification of another competitor, and that disqualification puts you in the top three (3) positions, you will not be required to go to impound.  Other impound requirements will be determined by the Chief Steward at the event.  If you are in doubt of your finishing position, it is suggested you go to impound.
QUALIFYING, GRID 
A minimum of five (5) observed laps are required to qualify for a grid position unless     AND RESULTS

waived by the chief steward.  The fastest lap recorded by T&S in Qualifying will 




determine the grid position for all races.  Cars reporting to the grid after the one (1) 



minute warning will lose their grid position.  Grid lists and results may be posted at the 



base of the T&S tower.  Results will also be available per the GCR  When a car/driver is 



disqualified/excluded, all other cars below him/her will move up one finishing position.
AMB TRANSPONDERS
All cars must have operating AMB transponders which may be available for sale and rent at the tin tent.  Failure to have an operating AMB transponder may result in timing and/or scoring inaccuracies.  iCard-supplied data is for information only and is not intended or considered to be official.  A furled black flag with the car number and a sign with the letter “T” may be displayed at Start/Finish for cars whose transponders are not operating properly.  An attempt will be made to alert the driver accordingly after the first infraction.
AWARDS
Trophies will be awarded per the GCR.

INTOXICANTS
GCR will be strictly enforced. Additionally, the consumption of alcoholic beverages by participants within the facility is forbidden until ALL racing activities have concluded for the day.  Penalties will be assessed for any violations.
PIT& PADDOCK
SCCA Membership required for Pit access and they must have registered for the event.  SCCA Photo ID must be visible at all times on pit road.  “Pit attire” is long pants, sleeved shirt and shoes with closed toe and heels.  Only two (2) crew members allowed at the pit wall for signaling.  Pit road speed limit is 40 M.P.H..  Strictly enforced.  GCR 10 will be in force.  Skateboards, roller blades and other nonpowered wheeled devices are prohibited.  Bicycles are permitted.  Operators of ATVs and other motorized vehicles must have State Motor Vehicle Operators License.  All paved areas will be kept free of vehicles.  Please keep the pit and paddock area clean by placing your trash in the barrels provided.  Do not drain gas, oil or coolant onto the ground or pavement.  Use the barrels provided for these.  Please take your used tires with you, otherwise you will be charged for their removal.

CATEGORY CARS

Florida Region classes P1 & P2 are for cars eligible to compete in sanctioned competition 


other than SCCA, but for which there is not an existing SCCA class.  The cars must 



conform to the safety requirements of the IT category as a minimum.  The cars must use 



DOT tires.  The distinction between P1 & P2 will be determined solely by engine 




displacement.  P1 will be for cars 2.8 liters and larger.  P2 will be for cars with 




displacement less than 2.8 liters.  Eligibility of a car for P1 or P2 will be at the discretion 



of the organizers.

PETS


No pets permitted inside the track.  Pets are only permitted in the camping grounds 



outside the main gate in the grassy area.

MOROSO TRACK 
No dumping of RV holding tanks anywhere on the premises including the camp REGULATIONS
ground outside the track gate.  All violators will be subject to a $500 fine. All 
personnel must be off the premises at 7:00 pm on Saturday and Sunday at 7:00 PM 
sharp.  Speed limit in the paddock is 5 miles per hour.  Absolutely no cars permitted on 
the drag strip.  No pets permitted.
